I am aware that your company holds mining titles on or near my property, which is designated as:

I am writing to formally express my refusal to grant Brunswick Exploration Inc. access to my property for the purposes of mineral exploration. 
I would like to remind you that, according to the Quebec Mining Act, sections 65 and 235, a holder of a mining right may not access or conduct mining exploration on private or leased land without the landowner's or lessee's written consent. Section 235 states the following: “… the holder of a mining right or the owner of mineral substances must obtain a written authorization at least 30 days in advance in order to access the site or may acquire, by agreement, any real right or property allowing the holder to access the site or conduct exploration work or mining operations.” 
Additionally, Coalition QLAIM advises that a mining right holder cannot resort to expropriation during the exploration stage if their title is merely a "mining claim." This exceptional right is only granted for mining operations, which require obtaining a mining lease, and thus, does not apply to your current situation.
Furthermore, under the Civil Code of Québec (Section 976) you may be held responsible for abnormal neighbourhood disturbances that exceed the tolerance levels expected between neighbours. This includes mining exploration activities such as drilling, stripping, and blasting conducted near residences or other sensitive installations.
I wish to make it clear that no agreement or authorization is granted to you or any contractors to carry out work on my property and that you and any contractors are prohibited from entering my property. You are also prohibited from doing any work that could cause abnormal inconveniences exceeding the tolerance limit near my property.
As a member of the community residing in the Lac Heney watershed, I am deeply concerned about the potential long-term environmental and economic impacts associated with mining activities in our area. Thank you for your understanding in this matter; I urge you to take into account the concerns of the local community regarding the preservation of all of our natural resources including the lakes, groundwater, and wildlife.
